A. PROGRAMMES OF STUDY. The Seminary offers the following programmes of study:

1. a. B.A.  (Pastoral Studies) 4, 3 or 2 years

b. B.A.  (Missions) 4, 3 or 2 years

c. B.Ed. (Christian Religious Studies), 4, 3 or 2 years

2. a. Diploma in Theology, 3 years 

 b. Diploma in Pastoral Studies – weekends for two years

3. Certificate in Pastoral Studies 3 years

4. Basic English Programme, 1 year

B. ENTRY QUALIFICATIONS:

1. B.A. (Pastoral Studies and Missions)

a. Four-year course

SSCE or NECO with 5 credits including English in not more than two sittings or

NCE/OND with a good grade or

3-year Certificate in Theology with a 3.5 GPA.

b. Three-year course

NCE with a good grade and a major in CRS or

Diploma in Pastoral Studies (weekend programme) with a GPA of 2.5 or

2-year Diploma in Theology with a GPA of at least 2.5.

c. Two-year course

A 3-year Diploma in Theology with at least a GPA of 2.5.

2. B.Ed. (Christian Religious Studies)

a. Four-year course

SSCE or NECO with 5 credits including English in not more than two sittings or

OND with a good grade

b. Three-year course

NCE with a good grade or

A 2-year Diploma in Theology with a GPA of at least 2.5.

c. Two-year course

A 3-year Diploma in Theology with a GPA of 2.5.

3. DIPLOMA IN THEOLOGY  (Three year course)

Entry qualifications: SSCE, 3 Credits including English or Cert. in Theology with a

good result (G.P.A. 2.5) or any other equivalent qualification.

4. DIPLOMA IN PASTORAL STUDIES (weekend course)
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Entry qualifications: SSCE, 3 credits with a pass in English or Certificate in Theology

with at least a 2.5 GPA and a pass in English.

5. CERTIFICATE IN THEOLOGY  (Three year course)

Entry qualifications: 2 Credits with English or T.T.I. with a good result (G.P.A. 3.0) 

6. CERTIFICATE IN BIBLE  (Three year course) Open to any Woman who is interested.

Entry qualifications: Primary School Certificate; Successful completion of the Literacy

Course (G.P.A. 2.5)

7. CERTIFICATE IN ENGLISH  (One year course)

This course consists of one year of regular study. At the end of the course, a successful

student will receive the Seminary Basic English Certificate.

Entry qualifications: One SSCE/NECO credit and some passes or a BTS certificate.

C. CONDITIONS FOR ADMISSION:

1. All candidates for admission into the Seminary programmes are to be interviewed by the

academic staff.

2. All candidates accepted are admitted on a probational basis into the various programmes

until they satisfy the minimum academic and spiritual requirements for candidacy.

3. Formal admission into candidacy for Certificate/Diploma/Degree in Theology and B.Ed.

(CRS) will be in final semester of study.

4. Entrance Examinations: All new candidates seeking admission into the Seminary’s

programmes must write the appropriate Entrance Examination offered each year in

January. Seminary alumni members do not have to write this examination. The

examinations take place on the campus.

5. If you do not have access to a computer and cannot use the website, then you have to

purchase the form directly from the seminary.

D. OTHER ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS FOR CANDIDATES INTO ALL THE SEMINARY

PROGRAMMES:

1. Must have confessed Jesus Christ as Lord and Saviour (but not be a recent convert).

2. Must have evidence of a genuine call into Christian ministry.

3. Must write and pass the entrance examination into the programme for which he/she is

applying.

4. Must have a successful interview with the faculty.

5. Must have three recommendation letters: (1) a stamped letter from the pastor/official of

his/her local church or the D.C.C. (District Church Council) for ECWA members or

equivalent body, (2) stamped letter from the previous school and (3) any responsible

Christian who knows the candidate.

6. Must have a medical clearance form from a medical doctor.

7. Must have academic credentials as defined in section B above.
